Doors and Frames with walls having a structural
thickness (metal skin plus reinforcement or solid
hardwood) to engage less than (3) full screw threads
are considered unreinforced.

Unreinforced Doors: Use SNB (sex nuts and bolts).
Unreinforced Frames: Use Blind Rivet Nuts.
