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Fixed distance (FD)

The distance that the cup ovetlays the cabinat side panel when a hinge is

attached to & 0 mm mounting plate.

This is used to calculate hinge overlay with the formula X + B minus H = OL
(Fixed distance + boring distance minus plate height = averlay}
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
