
INSTALLATION 

REMOVE ALARM PUSHBAR 

1. CAREFULLY REMOVE THE PUSHBAR UNIT FROM THE PACKAGE.

2. SLIDE THE PUSHBAR IN THE DIRECTION SHOWN ABOUT

3/4 INCH. THEN THE ALARM PUSHBAR WILL SEPARATE

FROM THE MOUNTING BAR.

2. INSERT FOUR AA RECHARGEABLE NICAO BATTERIES

IN THE BATTERY CASE.

3. SLIDE THE BATTERY CLIP IN ANO TIGHTEN THE

SCREW TO PREVENT THE CLIP FROM VIBRATING OUT.

4. THE RECHAREABLE BATTERIES CAN BE CHARGED WITH

12-24V AC OR DC. FOR DC, CONNECT WIRE 12 (RED) TO

POSITIVE ANO WIRE 11 (BRN) TO NEGATIVE POWER.

NOTE: WHEN THE BATTERY PACK VOLTAGE DROPS BELOW 

4.5V, THREE BEEPS AT A TWO MINUTE INTERVAL WILL

BASIC OPERATION 

TO ARM, TO RESET, AND 

TO DELAY ALARM 20 SEC. 

A. TURN THE KEY CLOCKWISE TO THE STOP ANO HOLD

UNTIL TWO BEEPS SOUND, THEN REMOVE KEY.

THE UNIT WILL ARM IN 20 SECONDS.

B. WHEN THE PUSHBAR IS DEPRESSED IN THE

ARMED STATE, THE ALARM WILL SOUND

FOR 2 MINUTES AFTER WHICH THE UNIT WILL

1. INSERT THE MORTISE CYLINDER ANO TIGHTEN THE

LOCKING NUT USING THE TOOL PROVIDED AS SHOWN

IN FIG. 1. THE UNIT WILL ACCEPT FROM 1 INCH TO

A NORMALLY CLOSED DOOR SWITCH ( MECHANICAL OR MAGNETIC J CAN BE 
CONNECTED TO WIRES 9 (WHTJ AND 14 (YELJ TO MONITOR THE DOOR POSITION. 
WIRES 14 (YELJ AND 7 (PURJ CAN BE CONNECTED TO A NORMALLY OPEN. 
MOMENTARY SWITCH THAT, WHEN CLOSED, WILL ACTIVATE A 20 SECONDS DELAY

WHEN ALARM IS ACTIVATED, DOOR POSITION MONITOR SWITCH MUST BE CLOSED. 
WHEN DOOR IS CLOSED, THE ALARM WILL BE SOUND WHEN DOOR IS PRIED OPEN AND 
WILL CONTINUE UNTIL DOOR IS CLOSED AND OVERRIDE MOMENTARY SWITCH IS
